Secretary-General LEE Jong-heon is a man of curiosity and has maintained strong
enthusiasm and aspiration for the peace, stability and prosperity in Northeast Asia for a
considerable time, which led him to join the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in 1988 at a rather late
age after he graduated from the College of Law at the Seoul National University in 1982. In
2003 he was designated as a member of the Presidential Transition Committee for Foreign
and Security Affairs. One of the three important strategic goals pursued by the ROH Mu-
hyun Administration was the establishment of Peace and Prosperity in Northeast Asia. He
served as Senior Director of the National Security Council (Strategic Planning Department)
and at the Office of the President. He had also been posted as a senior diplomat to various
continents including Europe, North America, South America and Africa while keeping an
interest in regional cooperation and integration widely from a global perspective. His current
focus is to institutionalize the existing Trilateral Cooperation among the three countries in
a more efficient and productive way as well as to strengthen inter-connectivity between the
regions including Asia and Europe.

From 2013 to 2017, Mr. LEE served as Deputy Secretary-General of the Trilateral
Cooperation Secretariat (TCS) and became Secretary-General of the TCS in September
2017.

Zhao Qizheng was born in Beijing in 1940. He graduated from the University of Science
and Technology of China in 1963, majoring in Experimental Nuclear Physics. He was then
engaged in scientific research and design as a senior engineer for more than 20 years and
held many invention patents. From 1984 to 1998, he held leading positions in Shanghai
such as Minister of the Organization Department of CPC Shanghai Committee, Vice Mayor
of Shanghai and the first Governor of Pudong New Area. For the outstanding work he had
done in Pudong and the open, straightforward and wise communication he’d had during that
time with foreign politicians, entrepreneurs and celebrities, he was widely acknowledged as
Pudong Zhao overseas. From 1998 to 2005, Mr. Zhao served as Minister of the State Council
Information Office of China. He had put forward the notion of “Presenting China to the world”
when serving this post, thus avoiding the possible association of China’s communication
with outside world with “propaganda”. He had established the news briefing system in China,
encouraging Chinese governments at various levels to hold press conferences and release
information on a regular manner and try to build a transparent government. He became a
member of Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference (CPPCC) since 2005 and
was Chairman of the Foreign Affairs Committee of the 11th CPPCC National Committee
from 2008 to March 2013. He has been appointed Spokesman for the second, third, fourth
and fifth Plenary Session of the 11th CPPCC National Committee. He has spared no efforts
advocating and spreading the concept of “Public Diplomacy” throughout China during the
time. Now, CPPCC has become an important practitioner and promoter of Public Diplomacy
in China. He is now Dean of the School of Journalism of Renmin University of China and
Binhai Development Institute of Nankai University.

Mr. Zhao's publications include Presenting China to the World, Riverside Talks: A Friendly
Dialogue Between An Atheist and A Christian (co-authored with Dr. Luis Palau), Logic of
Pudong - Development of Pudong and Economic Globalization, Dialogue Between Nations,
Dialogue: China’s Model (co-authored with John Naisbitt and Doris Naisbitt), How China
Communicates: Public Diplomacy in a Global Age, Cross-border Dialogues: The Wisdom of
Public Diplomacy, Public Diplomacy in World Business.

With a view to solidifying the cooperative ties among
the three countries, the TCS will strive to ensure that trilateral cooperation remains dynamic
and future-oriented in the coming days.

3. Organization

The TCS consists of a Consultative Board and four Departments. The Consultative Board,
the executive decision-making body of the organization, is comprised of a Secretary-General
and two Deputy Secretary-Generals. The Secretary-General is appointed on two-year
rotational basis in the order of the ROK, Japan, and China. Each country other than the one
of the Secretary-General nominates a Deputy Secretary-General respectively. Under the
Consultative Board, there are Department of Political Affairs, Department of Economic Affairs,
Department of Social and Cultural Affairs, and Department of Management and Coordination.
The four Departments are composed of Professional Staff seconded by the three countries,
and General Services Staff recruited through open competition from the three countries.

China Public Diplomacy Association (CPDA), established in March 2013 as a juridical
association with 64 founding members, is a nationwide non-profit organization comprising
experts and scholars, celebrities, and relevant institutions and enterprises in the field of public
diplomacy.
